Keynote Speakers

Rikard Roitto is professor of New Testament at University College Stockholm.
His research is characterised by integrating behavioural sciences, including cognitive
linguistics, conceptual metaphor theory, cognitive psychology, social identity theory,
anthropology, and ritual theory. Roitto has recently finished a project on Revenge,
Compensation, and Forgiveness in the Ancient World (Mohr Siebeck 2024). His
publications include books and articles on Ephesians, the Johannine letters, various
types of rituals, technotheology, Al, and homiletics. He is one of the editors of The
Oxford Handbook or Early Christian Ritual (OUP 2018).

Carly Crouch is Professor of Hebrew Bible and Ancient Judaism at Radboud Uni-
versity, Nijmegen, The Netherlands. She has held research fellowships in Oxford,
Cambridge, and Géttingen, and as lecturer in Hebrew Bible at the university of
Nottingham 2011-2015 she also chaired the Centre for Bible, Ethics, and Theology.
Crouch conducts research on the intellectual, cultural, and social history of ancient
Israel and Judah, including the ethics of military violence, as seen in her book War
and Ethics in the Ancient Near East: Military Violence in Light of Cosmology and
History (De Gruyter 2009), but also more popular works such as God and Guns: The
Bible against American Gun Culture (editor; WJK 2021).

Dr Sandra Jacobs is Lecturer in Hebrew Bible and Ancient Judaism at Leo Baeck
College (London) and Research Fellow at King’s College (London). She was former-
ly Network Researcher on the Dispersed Qumran Cave Artefacts and Archives Pro-
ject. Her research interests include ancient Hebrew, Aramaic, and cuneiform and
she has published on the human body and its disfigurement, as well as on the legal
capacity of women in early Judaean archival and epigraphic sources. She has also
researched the historical background of female cults and worship. Her study The
Body as Property: Physical Disfigurement in Biblical Law (Bloomsbury 2014) is an
important contribution to the study of talion and physical disfigurement, including
circumcision and corporeal punishment.
